CONCLUSION

Durante el curso académico 2024-2025, la presencia en redes sociales

WHAT IS THE BUDDY PROGRAM?

The Buddy Program is an initiative managed by the Office of the Vice-Rector for Mobility and
International Projects of the University of Malaga, through the Office for the Integration of the
International University Community, the UMA International HUB.

lts main objective is to facilitate the cultural, linguistic and academic integration of international
students into university life in Malaga.

The program works by assigning pairs of students:
*  The e-Buddy, international exchange student.
*  The |-Buddy, a local student of the UMA, who acts as a guide and support.

The |-Buddy helps the e-Buddy to adapt to the lifestyle in Malaga, accompanies them in their
process of integration into the university community and solves doubts both before and during their
stay. In addition, the [-Buddy must complete a series of tasks through the Virtual Campus platform
adapted to the program, and can obtain up to 4 ECTS for their participation.

This program is open to all international students, regardless of the mobility program in which they
participate.

4. BUDDY PROGRAM

This year, from the UMA International HUB, we have taken another step in our
commitment to improve the experience for both international students and Local Buddies.

To this end, we have re-designed and updated the regulations of the Buddy Program, a
regulation that clearly and in detail includes all the rights, duties and obligations of
students who participate as buddies at the University of Malaga.

This new regulation not only establishes a solid foundation of operation and coexistence
within the program, but also acts as a complete guide for local buddies. It includes aspects
such as:

*  The main functions that a buddy must perform.

*  The minimum commitments expected during the program.

*  The rules of conduct and coexistence with international students.
e  The criteria for recognition of participation.

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CONCLUSION

During the 2024-2025 academic vyear, the presence on social networks
(Facebook and Instagram) experienced significant growth in multiple key metrics.
The total reach increased by 217%, reaching more than 19,000 people, which
shows greater visibility and presence of the entity.

Likewise, 228 clicks on the link were recorded (+533.3%), reflecting a notable
increase in interest in the shared content.

The number of followers reached 756, which represents a solid audience base
for future dissemination of activities and communications. Interactions with
content doubled (+100%), and views exceeded 50,000, reinforcing the
effectiveness of published content. In addition, visits to the profile grew by 61.3%,
consolidating the positive impact of the digital strategy implemented.

These data reflect a course marked by a more effective use of social networks,
with quantifiable results in terms of growth, reach and interaction.
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7. INTERNSHIP STUDENTS
