Its privileged position
on the shores of the Mediterranean, its mild climate and the friendliness of its inhabitants have all
meant that the capital of the Costa del Sol has, throughout its history, sustained excellent trade and
cultural relations all over the world. Nowadays, Malaga is a modern, cosmopolitan and welcoming
city with over 600,000 inhabitants, which has successfully developed its commercial, industrial and
tourist sectors. The climate, the warmth of its inhabitants and the light, all contribute to make Malaga
a wonderful place to live in.

Malaga is a Mediterranean city with a very mild climate. Winter
temperatures very rarely drop below 102C and in autumn and spring the
average temperature is about 202C, although evenings can be a lot
cooler. Average rainfall for the region is normally quite low.

Regular opening hours for small shops from 9.30 am. to 1.30 pm. and
from 5 pm. to 830 pm. There are many shopping centers open from 10
am. to 10 p.m. Although shops are usually closed on Sundays, there are a
number of small grocers and delicatessens, which are open in the city
center during the weekends.

The airport cab rank is located outside the Terminal T3 area, floor O, Arrivals area.

The journey takes approximately 20-25 minutes, but it depends a lot on the time of day and traffic (it can take 25-35 minutes).
It is difficult to establish an exact price from Malaga airport to the city center, as there is no fixed fare. The final price depends
on what the taximeter shows plus the applicable supplements: airport pick-up, night time, etc. The approximate price of a cab
from Malaga airport to the city center is around 25 or 30 €.
